25-110 Negotiations.  The HCEA requested to open negotiations with the board.  The board will wait until 

the legislative session is complete and then begin negotiations.  The board committees are: Salary & 

Negotiations – Olson & Doll; Calendar – Routier & Cordell, Policy – Clanton and Cordell.   

 

25-111 Legislative Updates.  Legislative updates were discussed.  SB 190 deals with tax credits for 

alternative education; SB 208 dealt with changes to capital outlay certificates.  SB 70 – Sparsity – is 

currently in a holding pattern.  President Clanton spoke on the bill at the Senate Appropriations 

committee hearing, but no decision had been made that day.

25-112 NWAS Report.  The NWAS report was discussed.  The coop shared that a $25,000 increase in the 
base assessment/membership fee would allow the coop to continue operations for an additional year. 
The board acknowledged this increase would not be a viable long-term solution and they agreed that 
making sure CTE courses were available to students was the goal.  An additional year will also allow the 
district time to determine the next steps.  Next year’s courses are Welding and Electrical.    
 
Motion by Doll, second by Olson to pay the increased assessment for the Northwest Area School Multi-
District (CTE courses) for the 2025-26 school year.  Motion carried. 
 
Motion by Routier, second by Cordell to support the Northwest Area School Educational Cooperative 
(special education services) in a move to a stand-alone entity and to support expanded services.  Motion 
carried. 
 
25-113 Business Manager.  Henderson gave the Business Manager report.  The March board meeting falls 
on the same day as the group insurance meeting.  After discussion, the March meeting date will be 
Monday, March 10th at 5:30pm.

They were able to meet with 
Legislator Sam Marty, Lobbyist Mitch Richter, a guided tour of the Capitol building, sitting in on the 
senate and house chamber meetings for the day, as well as the honor of meeting and a photo with a 
Governor Rhoden and Lt. Governor Venhuizen.  Mr. Messmer will be advertising for an assistant track 
coach.  FFA will begin their spring competitions on March 12 and there are 25-30 students competing this 
year.  Parent Teacher Conference went well.  Winter sports are coming to an end and we will be hosting 
Regional History Day on March 10th.
